Attractive fruit flavours and a creamy palate balanced by a refreshing crisp finish

Seppelt Fleur De Lys Chardonnay Pinot Noir
Well balanced with excellent depth of flavour and attractive fruit characters

Chandon 2006 Vintage Brut (Yarra Valley, Victoria)

A classic and elegant blend of Chardonnay, Pinot Noir and Pinot Meunier made using the traditional
methode traditionnelle process. Blended for 30 months, this is a complex, creamy wine with a persistent
elegant finish

CHARDONNAY

Lindemans Henry John Chardonnay 5.00

Clean peach and stone fruit flavours and a rich, soft finish

Falls Fields of Gold Chardonnay (Canowindra, NSW)

A generous bouquet of ripe stone fruits, nectarine and straw, the wine displays a palate rich with lemon
and warm pastry notes, balanced by a light touch of well seasoned French oak

Fraser Gallop Margaret River Chardonnay (WA)
Aromas and flavours of quince, lemon curd and white peach. The palate is textured with subtle
burgundian oak. Fresh acidity results in a long and elegant finish.

Devils Lair Margaret River Chardonnay (WA)
A distinguished Margaret River Chardonnay, reflecting delightful peach flavours well balanced by
delicately integrated oak

SAUVINGNON BLANC

30 Mile Sauvignon Blanc (South Eastern Australia) 5.50

Pale straw in colour with green hues. The nose shows fresh herbaceous fruit aromas that develop across
the well balanced palate and a long refreshing finish

Prince of Orange Sauvignon Blanc (Orange, NSW)
A complex aroma of passionfruit, floral characters and a touch of musk with a palate that is crisp and
herbaceous

Secret Stone Sauvignon Blanc (Marlborough, New Zealand)
Crafted with minimal intervention to capture and retain the varietal fruit characters, the blending has
produced an exotic mix of flavours producing an intense and lively wine

Shaw and Smith Sauvignon Blanc (Adelaide Hills)

Made from 100 % adelaide hills grapes, the wine is unwooded to maximise varietal punch. The aroma has
restrained sauvignon grassiness coupled with riper fruit characters. The palate is fresh and lively with
pure fruit varietal flavours and crisp acidity.
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REISLING

Lindemans Charles Riesling
A medium bodied wine with fresh citrus and spice flavours with a crisp finish

Wynns Coonawarra Estate Riesling (SA)
Pale golden straw colour with aromas of lemon sherbet and hints of grapefruit and blossom. The palate
is soft with notes of lemon and lime

Pressing Matters R9 Riesling (Coal River Valley, Tas)
Inspired by the mosel style, yet designed to reflect the outstanding characteristics of tasmanian rieslings.
Dry with intense fruit flavours balanced with natural acidity

SEMILLON SAUVIGNON BLANC

Johnny Q Semillon Sauvignon Blanc (Adelaide Hills SA)

Clean, fragrant and grassy aromas with intense array of tropical fruits showing a zesty palate with
flavours of lemon, mandarin and gooseberry

Evans & Tate Margaret River Sauvignon Blanc Semillon (WA)
Fresh, ripe, tropical fruit characters of gooseberry, lychee and guava with lift and herbal intensity

OTHER WHITE WINES

Penfolds Rawson Retreat Semillon Chardonnay
Soft, lighter style dry wine featuring fresh citrus flavours with minimal use of oak. A fresh aroma,
reminiscent of lemon and grapefruit with hints of summer blossom

Vinden Estate Semillon (Hunter Valley, NSW)

An outstanding fresh semillon which brings a tiny touch of tropical sweetness tempered with classic
hunter semillon limes, lemons and a crisp mineral finish.

T'Gallant Imogen Pinot Gris (Mornington Peninsula, Victoria)
Golden in colour with rich honeycomb, gunflint and exotic fruit aromas. The palate is seductive with
honey, lees and struck match characters

Sandalford Margaret River Verdelho (WA)

The verdelho grape variety produces strong fresh and lively flavours. The resultant wine shows rich,
intense floral fruit characters, with light oak complexity

Preece Moscato (Nagambie, Victoria)

Pale lime in colour with striking green hues and an aroma of gardenia and subtle herbs. The palate
brings explosions of sweet exotic fruits with a subtle spritz that is creamy and persistent. The finish is
clean and balanced with a citrus acidity- a classic contemporary food matcher with style and class

DESSERT WINES

Brown Brothers Orange Muscat & Flora (Murray Valley, Victoria)
A vibrant yellow colour and a lifted nose with fragrant, floral citrus aromas and orange zest. Soft palate
with hints of orange and musk providing a tangy and zippy palate with a long clean fresh finish

T’Gallant Moscato (Mornington Peninsula, Victoria)
Lifted blossom, musk and spice aromas and frizzante style palate

De Bortoli Noble One Botrytis Semillon (Riverina, NSW)

An array of aromas emerge from the glass - peach, cumquat, nectarine and floral hone. Rich and luscious
palate with layers of flavour including apricot, peach, citrus and subtle french oak. The wine is vibrant
and finishes with a nice tang of acidity. Delectably intense and succulent.
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
